How does Visual Basic manipulate a database such as Access?

First, there are a few lines of codes you need to copy, memorize, or eventually understand. The codes can be in the following order: 
1) Connection string declaration, which will create a variable that indicates which database you are using and assigns a database name to a data source. For example, in the following statement,

Dim connstr As String = "Provider=Microsoft.Jet.OLEDB.4.0; Data Source = db6.mdb"
The string variable name is “connstr”, which is Microsoft Access database and its data source name is database.mdb. 

2) Sql string declaration which will create a variable that indicates what operation of sql you want to do with the specified table name. For example, 
Dim sqlstr As String = "SELECT * FROM accounts"
Sqlstr is a string which holds the sql commands, Select which means search, * which means everything, From table name called accounts. 

3) data adapter variable object declaration, which consists of sqlstr and connstr. 

Dim dataadapter As New OleDb.OleDbDataAdapter(sqlstr, connstr)
4) table variable object declaration, for example, in the following line of codes, “dt” is the variable for datatable.
Dim dt As New DataTable
5) associate the table variable with the data adapters and then dispose it as shown in below.
dataadapter.Fill(dt)

dataadapter.Dispose()

Now “dt.row(i)” is under your control with associated field such as “dt.row(i)(“balance”)”, which means under the field “balance”, to access the ith row.
